Pathway 1

Pathway 2

If you are working at a Grade B or above:

Using your existing notes, you need to EVIDENCE them in well organised, sectioned files, with clear reference to the following:

For each topic: 

-Clearly Identify the AMRC

-Identify the key points and key evaluative points 
You can reference your points either through a note or a key guide in the margin.
Finally for each topic area you should consider:

 Critical thinking – What are your own thoughts/opinions?

Again, this can be referenced through a note or a key guide in the margin.
